II. B. Mayne ; pour la SERBIE, L. Stoyanovilch, ändert President du Con­

seil des Minist res ; P. Gaurilovitch, Ministre plenipotent iaire ; S. lovano- 

vilch, Professeur ä VUniversite de Belg rade, — r apport qui a eie publie en 

tele du tome I.

Ces documents sont de trois sortes : 1° Temoignages des etrangers (Ame- 

ricains, Anglais, Armeniens, Frangais, Grecs, Italiens, Suisses) qui se Irou- 

vent dans les tomes I et 11; 2° Ordres, inslruclions, Communications bul­

gares, egalemenl dans les lomes 1 el II ; 3° Rapports officiels et depositions 

des particuliers serbes sur les meurtres, tortures, viols, baslonnades, devas- 

talions, pillages, exlorsions, denationalisations, commis par les Bulgares, 

qui consliluenl les tomes 11 et 111.

Parmi les milliers et les milliers de pieces autlientiques, recueillies 

partout dans les regions envahies, il n'en a ete utilise qu'un nombre trbs 

reslreinl. On rCa eu besoin de faire ni im triage prealable, ni un choix 

spćcial. 11 suffisait de prendre, ä toul hasard, l'un ou Vautre de ces docu­

ments pour decouvrir qu'une egale horreur s'y trouve decrite. Les Bulgares, 

pendant les trois annees de leur regne en Serbie occupee, partout et en 

toul ce qu'ils faisaient, ont ete les memes : de haut en bas de VSchelle 

sociale, sans distinction de grade ni de fonction, les sphčres dirigeantes de 

meme que la basse soldatesque, en un mot toul ce qui reprSsenla la Bulgarie, 

de 1915 ä 1918, dans les grandes villes aussi bien que dans les moindres 

villages et les plus pauvres hameaux de la Morava ou de la Macedoine, fit 

preuve d'une meme mentalitć criminelle et des memes instincts bestiaux.
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Les documenls de ces Irois lomes, tels qu'ils sont, sans aucune retouche, 
et les Images du 'präsent Album prises sur ce que les Bulgares ont laissć 

derriere eux, sur les cadavres, cränes, ossemenls dćterrčs, sur des persomies 

torturćes, sur des maisons ditruites, les peignent ä vif comme un peuple 

d'assassins, de pillards et de sadiques.



PREFATÖRY NOTE

The Album which we herewith present to the public is a sequel to the 

three volumes which have been pubiished under the general title : Docu- 
MENTS RELATING TO THE VIOLATIONS OF THE HAGUE CONVENTIONS AND OF INTER­

NATIONAL L a w  in  g en era l , com m itted  1915-1918 by  t h e  B u l g a r ia n s  in  o c c u p ie d  

S e r b ia  (Paris 1919).

These three volumes are compüed from the documents upon which 

was based the report of an lnterallied Commission composed of the 

following members : — for FRANCE, A. Bonnassieux, Substitute of the public 

prosecutor' of the Republic in Lyon; for GREAT BRITAIN, Lt-Col. H.-B. 

Mayne I). S. O., R. G. A . ; for SERBIA , L. Stoyanovitch, formerly Presi­

dent of the Council of Ministers ; P. Gavrilovitch, Minister Plenipotentiary ; 

Slobodan Yovanovitch, Professor of the Uniuersity of Beigrade. The said 

report was pubiished in the beginning of Vol. I.

There are three knids of documents : 1° Evidence of for eigner s (Ameri­

can, British, Armenian, French, Greek, Italian) which is pubiished in 

Vol. I  & I I ; 2° Orders, instructions and Communications issued by the Bulga­

rians, also pubiished in Vol. I & I I ; 3° Official reports and evidence 

given by Serbians of the murders, tortures, violations, floggings, devas- 

tations, pillages, extortions, denationalisations committed by the Bulgarians 

vhich are pubiished in Vol. I I  & III.

Among the thousands and thousands of authentic documents collected 

throughout the invaded territories we have used only a small number. We did 

not have to make any special selection or choice. II was sufficient to take any 

one of these documents at random in order to discover that similar horrors 

were described in each of them. The Bulgarians throughout their reign all 

over occupied Serbia, no matter where nor who they were, irrespective of 

rank or office, from the highest to the lowest, — in short, all those who 

represented Bulgaria, in the cities as well as in the villages and in the 

poorest hamlets, from the Morava valley to Macedonia, from 1915 to 1918, 
showed the same criminal mentality and the same bestial instincts.



The documents in these three volumes, just as they are, and the pictures 

in this album taken from what the Bulgarians have left behind them, from 

corpses, skulls, disinterred bones, from torlured persons, and destroyed 

houses, — show these people to be assassins, pillagers and Sadisls.

The above mentioned t\vo photographs liave been taken in the side 
valleys near Sourdoulitza which tlie Bulgarians used as slaughter- 
houses and wliere upwards of 3.000 Serbians liave been put to death 
in the most atrocious manner.
